Aluminum Plate Lithography Workshop
July 9 - August 3, 2012 
Tamarind Institute will 
offer a four-week work-
shop for teachers and 
students of lithography in 
techniques necessary for 
successful printing with 
aluminum plates. This 
course includes the theo-
ry and chemistry of plate 
lithography, drawing 
techniques and materials, 
processing, and edition-
ing. Color theory and 
multiple runs will also be 
reviewed. Although the 
emphasis will be on alu-
minum plates, stones will 
also be available.

Class meetings, including 
lectures and demonstra-
tions, will be scheduled 
Monday through Friday, 
9 a.m. until noon. 
Students will have unlimited access to three presses. Participants must provide 
aluminum plates, paper, black ink, and some drawing materials, which will be 
available for purchase at cost. The fee is $1000 (plus University of New Mexico 
tuition for those who wish to enroll for credit).

Participants are selected on the basis of professional experience.

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Tamarind’s two-part printer training program is designed 
for students who wish to pursue careers in teaching or as 
fine art collaborative printers. The program concentrates 
first on strengthening and refining the lithography stu-
dent’s technical skills, then on the application of those 
skills to collaborative projects.

Professional Printer Training Program
The professional program, which begins August 20, 2012, and ends  
May 11, 2013, will accommodate approximately 8 students. Students will 
be required to enroll in the following courses:

Fall semester

• 	Professional Lithography I (4 credit hours). An intensive technical course, 
covers the theoretical and applied aspects of the medium. Taught by 
Tamarind’s Education Director, the course includes frequent lectures and 
demonstrations as well as 60 hours or more per week in the workshop.

• Lithography Workshop I (2 credit hours). Meets once a week to address  
topics related to business practices of a professional printmaking workshop. 
Taught by the Tamarind director with guest lecturers, the course includes  
sessions on legal, financial, publishing, and marketing issues.

Spring semester

• Professional Lithography II (3 credit hours). Provides practical collaborative 
experience for printer-trainees who work with graduate student artists from 
the Department of Art and Art History at the University of New Mexico.

• History of the Graphic Arts II (3 credit hours). Covers the development of 
the original print from Goya to the present. Offered through the Department 
of Art and Art History at the University of New Mexico.

Master Printer Training Program
Printers who have successfully completed the Professional Printer 
Training Program may apply for admission to the Master Printer 
Training Program, a year-long apprentice in Tamarind’s professional 
workshop. A limited number of  Master Printer candidates are selected 
to work under the supervision of Tamarind’s shop manager to  
collaborate with and print editions for visiting artists, participate in 
shop management, and conduct an extensive research project. Senior 
printers who successfully complete the year-long program are certified 
as Tamarind Master Printers. There are no fees for the Master Printer 
Training Program; apprentice printers are paid a minimal stipend suf-
ficient to cover basic living expenses.
